This is the 8™ year of this SOW at Heymann. Previously, French was the sole MFL taught at the school, but a decision was made in 2020 to introduce Spanish to the school curriculum (see

separate document with letter to governors for reasons why). For 23/24, all pupils will be studying Spanish at KS1/2.




There are 3 classes in each year group and each class will study MFL for a 4 week block in each term. This system was introduced during the pandemic in 2020 to allow for the safest teaching
of children and for staff with regards to non-mixing of bubbles. For September 2021 it has been decided to continue this system for several reasons. It will keep all members of our
community safest and having a solid block of lessons allows for a more-depth coverage of topics with greater recall and understanding of the work covered by our children.

There is some overlap of topics between year groups where Spanish is taught which will shift as each year group comes on board. Therefore, new and additional topics will be introduced in
subsequent years.

This year, from September 2023, we have subscribed to the Language Angels website. Schemes of work are being adapted to ensure the vocabulary from parallel topics is included in order
that children can access the website from home throughout the year to embed the vocabulary being taught using games and aural/aural activities with Spanish speakers. This helps address
that children are taught face to face by a language specialist for 4 weeks in any term, as they have interactive activities available to them.
